SCHILLER LECTURE AWARD

Learning about sex isn’t the same as learning algebra or history. Unlike those subjects, sex is
personal, said Bill Taverner, MA, so the approach to teaching sex should be personal too.

That’s the crux of Taverner’s workshop, “The Sexuality Teacher’s
Toolbox,” which won the first annual Schiller Lecture Award for best
presentation using a group approach to either sex education or sex
therapy.

Taverner led the workshop using some of the strategies that good sex
educators should be using in the classroom, but this time he used them
in a workshop for sex educators. Those techniques include small
*= group discussion, warm-up circle and sentence stems such as “Sex
" education is best when ...” and “One topic I have trouble teaching is

“These methods really engage students,” said Taverner. “And by
engaging students, you’re inviting them to be active in their own
learning. Active learners are much more likely to retain information
than passive learners.”
