Nomination/Selection Process: 

· Nominees will be solicited in the broadest way possible.

· Nominees can self-nominate or can be nominated by third parties.

· Standardized information will be submitted for award nominees (see nomination form below).

· Deadlines will be announced (and posted on PPKY’s website) at the onset of the nomination process and will be adhered to.  The nomination deadline for 2012 PPKY Awards will be December 15, 2011.
· The selection committee will include: the Chair of the Board of Directors, the Chair of the Communications Task Force and the President/CEO.
One or more of the following awards will be given to an honoree at the Birds and Bees in the Bluegrass (Lexington) or Birds and Bees Bash (Louisville) annual events.  
Advocacy Award
Presented to an individual who, through his or her activities in the community, has demonstrated a commitment to reproductive justice.  Reproductive justice guarantees all individuals the right to have children, to not have children and to parent the children they have.
Education Award
Presented to an individual who, through his or her activities in the community, has demonstrated a commitment to increasing knowledge and awareness about issues related to sexual and reproductive health.
Community Award
Presented to an individual or organization that has demonstrated a commitment to the mission and work of Planned Parenthood either through collaboration with Planned Parenthood of Kentucky or in the community at large.

Founders Award
Presented to an individual whose life has reflected exceptional dedication and ongoing commitment to assisting Planned Parenthood  achieve its mission of providing sexual and reproductive health services, education and advocacy in order to assure that every woman, man or teen is able to make informed decisions and access the full scope of sexual and reproductive health care.
