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Clinical Services
Our Role in the Community
At our three health centers in Manhattan, Brooklyn, and the Bronx, 
highly trained professionals provide state-of-the-art reproductive 
health care. Whether the people we serve need contraception, a 
pregnancy test, or abortion counseling and services, we’re here for 
our clients — regardless of their age or ability to pay. Our health 
center staff is prepared to serve diverse communities. Medical 
interpretation for non-English-speaking clients is available.

Our Clients
• �In 2008, more than 45,000 clients made nearly 73,300 visits to 

our three health centers. We reached an additional 50,800 people 
through Project Street Beat.   

• �In 2008, more than 49% of our clients were under the age of  
25 and the vast majority were women.

• �Our clients are diverse: 31% African-American, 23% Latino, 21% 
Caucasian, 3% Asian, and 22% Other.

Our Services
We provide birth control; emergency contraception; pregnancy testing 
and options counseling (including adoption referrals); surgical 
abortion and medication abortion; GYN care, including cervical 
and breast cancer screening; colposcopy; male reproductive health 
exams; testing, counseling, and treatment for sexually transmitted 
infections; HIV testing and counseling; and help in obtaining public 
insurance. 

Project Street Beat
Project Street Beat is an innovative client-focused, street-based 
HIV prevention and case management program. The program is 
known for its success in reaching individuals at high risk for HIV 
who don’t typically access traditional health care and related services. 
In 2008, Project Street Beat’s programs generated 50,800 encounters 
with individuals at risk. 
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Spending Where It Counts
Planned Parenthood of New York City spends $.82 of every dollar 
contributed on clinical services, education, and advocacy.

Education and Training
We bring innovative sex ed workshops, peer education, technical 
assistance, and professional training to communities throughout 
the city. Programs include: 
 
• �Adult Role Models — Local parents trained to help other 

caring adults talk with their kids about sexuality and strengthen 
parent-child relationships. They conduct workshops in schools 
and community organizations throughout the city. 

• �Teen Advocates — Highly trained teenaged peer educators 
who use interactive theatrical skits and participatory workshops 
to educate young people about sexual and reproductive health and 
pregnancy prevention. 

• �Teen Advocate Apprentices — Youths aged 12 – 14 who 
get the opportunity to shadow the Teen Advocates and perform skits 
with them. Graduates of the apprenticeship program can enroll in 
the Teen Advocate program when space becomes available.

• �Gurlz Talk and FELLAS —  Single-sex sexual health programs 
for girls and boys aged 11-19. The programs consist of 12 sessions 
that provide young women and young men with the information 
they need to lead sexually healthy, safe, and responsible lives.

• �Taking Care of You — Provides sex education programs to 
New York City public schools and youth development organizations. 

• �Adolescent Pregnancy Prevention and Services — 
Coordinates a network of youth-serving organizations in the 
Bronx in order to reduce teen pregnancy and enhance adolescent 
sexual health. The program also supports direct services to youth 
to help them avoid teen pregnancy and fulfill their potential.

• �Training Institute — Prepares professionals to serve as 
trusted education and support resources in their communities by 
offering two training calendars per year (fall/winter and spring/
summer) with state-of-the-art trainings about sexual and  
reproductive health issues, advocacy topics, best practices,  
and model education programs.  

• �Capacity Building — We conduct on-site trainings tailored 
to organizations’ specific needs and we assist the organizations 
in developing infrastructure, policies, and programs so they can 
help their clients to obtain sexual and reproductive health services 
and lead sexually healthy lives.

Margaret Sanger Center International
Margaret Sanger Center International (MSCI) is the international 
arm of Planned Parenthood of New York City. Since its founding in 
1973, MSCI has formed collaborative partnerships with governmental 
and non-governmental organizations in more than 50 countries in 
Africa, Asia, the Caribbean, Latin America, and the Pacific Islands 
to build local capacity in education, clinical services, and advocacy. 
Also, through these partnerships, MSCI has trained young people, 
parents, men, health professionals, women’s groups, traditional 
healers, and religious leaders to serve as sexuality educators. 
Currently, MSCI is involved in HIV/AIDS capacity-building and training  
initiatives in South Africa, and sexual and reproductive health  
initiatives in the Dominican Republic and Jamaica.

MSCI has created STEPS, a user-friendly tool that helps organizations 
to plan, monitor, and evaluate programs. It is intended for  
organizations that address complex social and health problems, 
especially sexual and reproductive health and rights. STEPS is 
available in both English and Spanish in two formats: either a 
CD-rom that can be obtained free of charge from MSCI or on the 
Internet at www.stepstoolkit.org.
