City provides information and health care, and promotes public policies that make those services available to all.

The Teen Advocates are highly trained

peer educators from the South Bronx,
Brooklyn, and the Lower East Side (LES)

of Manhattan. They conduct interactive
theatrical performances and participatory
workshops to educate young people in their
communities about sexual and reproductive
health and pregnancy prevention. Their
skits present real-life situations involving
sexual health and behavior that elicit lively
discussion from the audience.

The Teen Advocate program was created in 1996 to combat the
high rates of teen pregnancy, sexually transmitted infections,
HIV/AIDS, and intimate partner violence occurring in our
communities. Research shows that peer education is an
extremely effective method of providing information to young
people, and the Teen Advocate program has reached thousands
of young people each year with teen-friendly information about
reproductive and sexual health.

And we are proud of the success of the teens themselves —
more than 90% of our Teen Advocates go on to college and lead

healthy, productive lives. Many go to work
for local community organizations where
they continue providing needed assistance
to young people throughout the city.

youths aged 12 — 14 from the South

Bronx, Lower East Side of Manhattan,

and Bedford-Stuyvesant in Brooklyn, who

get the opportunity to shadow the Teen

Advocates and perform theatrical skits with
them. The Apprentices also participate in Teen Advocate special
projects and youth development activities. Upon completion of the
Apprenticeship Program, a graduate Apprentice can enroll in the
Teen Advocate program when space becomes available.
