The team reviewed Board minutes, 
our strategic plan, diversity plan, � nancial 
records, personnel � les, medical policies, 
clinical manuals, security and safety 
protocols, as well as visited each of our 
� ve health centers, observed 17 clinicians 
providing direct patient care, reviewed 
189 randomly selected charts, extensively 
interviewed every senior staff member, and 
the Board Chair. It was a top to bottom 
review.

Prior to 
her untimely death in September, she was 
thrilled to learn she was to be this year�s 
honoree. George Solinas, Rita�s husband 
of 55 years, accepted the award on her 
behalf and said that he and his family 
were touched by the honor. 
	 Rita began her life-long career 
as an activist for the Mexican American 
community and for birth control while 
she was a student at UC Berkeley in 
the 1960s. Rita served as a PPSBVSLO 
volunteer escort and coordinated 
education outreach programs, served 
on the Board of Directors, and tirelessly 
distributed condoms and clinic 
appointment information cards throughout 
the Latino community. 
	 The Rev. Mark Asman, master 
of ceremonies, announced that the 
Assistance Fund, which enables us to 
bridge the gap for payment of services for 
patients who do not have the means to 
pay, has been renamed The Rita Solinas

What is a LEEP Procedure?

Dr. Ingaglio�s Medical Report

The loop electrosurgical exision 
procedure (LEEP) is used when a Pap test 
indicates the presence of abnormal cells 
on the surface of the cervix. This does not 
mean cancer is present, but treatment of 
the abnormal area is important to prevent 
the cells from developing into cervical 
cancer.

I was very excited to launch our 
LEEP program in April. This will help our 
patients manage their abnormal Pap 
test/colposcopy results without having to 
travel great distances. We will no longer 
have to refer outside of our af�liate for 
this service.
