Home to one of Planned Parenthood of
Western New York’s six medical offices,
the city of Niagara Falls’ Haeberle Plaza
now boasts a new and improved site offer-
ing affordable reproductive health care
and a much-needed pediatrics practice.
Still located in Haeberle Plaza, at 750
Portage Rd, Planned Parenthood opened
the doors to a completely remodeled
health center in January 2010.

Through a generous, competitive grant
from the New York State Department of
Health and the Dormitory Authority of the
State of New York, Planned Parenthood of
Western New York received $725,000 from
the “HEAL NY” program to improve the
quality of health care in Niagara Falls and
the whole Western New York region.

“Planned Parenthood’s commitment to pro-
viding quality care is brought to life in this
new space. We are incredibly grateful to
the funding that made this possible, but we
would not be ready to open our doors and
welcome the community if it weren’t for
our loyal and generous supporters,” says
Karen J. Nelson, Chief Executive Officer.

The new 6,500 square foot location,
designed to better serve the diverse needs
of clients, features separate entrances, exits
and waiting room areas to increase the
comfort and confidentially of Planned
Parenthood’s service delivery. Exam rooms
and staff work spaces are now larger,
brighter and more up-to-date.

In addition to the physical updates, the HEAL
NY grant provided funding for the implementa-
tion of electronic medical records (EMR)
throughout all six of Planned Parenthood

sites in WNY and is expected to be complete
in the next 18 months.

Local supporters and community partners gathered on February 18 to commemo-
rate the opening of the new space with an official ribbon cutting and guided tours
that showcased the improvements made to better serve clients.

Although the legislation secures our place as an essential community health care provider, Planned
Parenthood remains disappointed it includes Senator Ben Nelson’s (D-NE) restrictive language on abortion
coverage. Nelson’s insidious “two-check” provision, requires women to write one insurance premium check
for abortion care and another for all other covered care. Planned Parenthood will continue to work to assure
Nelson’s language does not damage women’s access to care. Thanks to your extensive efforts, the Planned
Parenthood movement successfully stopped Representative Bart Stupak’s (D-MI-1st) abortion ban from being
included in the final health care reform package.

Our national advocacy work included:
® 700,000 emails
® 39,000 phone calls
e 32,500 postcards and petitions
¢ 25,000 emails specifically speaking out against the Stupak ban.

Local Planned Parenthood staff and volunteers worked in Washington, DC since June 2009 and lobbied
through the final days before the vote. Volunteers met legislators in their district offices, spoke at and
attended town hall meetings and phoned supporters. Our many thanks go to our local Congressional and
Senate delegation of Rep. Brian Higgins (D-NY-27th), Rep. Louise Slaughter (D-NY-28th), Sen. Charles
Schumer (D-NY) and Senator Kirsten Gillibrand (D-NY) for their unwavering support for Planned Parenthood
and health care reform.
