All not-
for-profits felt the stress of their financial situations, and Planned Parenthood of Western New York was no exception.  We knew we 
must stand our ground and focus even harder on the work that needed to be done.

At Planned Parenthood of Western New York, our team came together and pressed on for the health of our community.  As you read 
our 2009 Annual Report, here are just a few things that stand out in the past year:

 Due to the New York State budget crisis, Planned Parenthood of Western New York faced unsure funding streams coupled with 
more clients who could not afford to pay for health care services rendered.  Fortunately, we were prepared for uncertainty thanks to 
adjustments made in 2008.

 With a new administration in the White House and hope of healthcare for all, we rallied together to ensure that a woman’s need 
for comprehensive health care was not forgotten.  Volunteer phone banks took place throughout the year to protect family planning 
in the health care reform process. Staff and volunteers met with elected officials at town hall meetings and health care round tables 
to advocate for women’s health.

 Even with all of these financial challenges taking place in the economy, we secured funding to renovate a new pediatrics and 
reproductive health facility in the city of Niagara Falls.    The site, which was funded through a NYS HEAL grant, allowed us to break 
ground on a new state-of-the-art facility for our Niagara Falls clients.

Perhaps our greatest achievement was that despite our financial challenges, every person who came through our doors 
received the comprehensive reproductive and pediatric health care they deserved at a price they could afford.

As we embark on a new year, we are reminded that the health of this community continues to be our number one priority. The work 
we do is possible because of the truly remarkable support we receive from incredibly committed donors, dedicated volunteers, and 
passionate staff members. You make it happen!

Thank you for standing with us in 2009. Together, we are ready to lead the way to a new day for Planned Parenthood – a day when 
nothing comes in the way of a woman and her health care.

On November 21, 2009, nearly 150 boys and their fathers 
attended Manpower, a male-focused life skills event 
including workshops and recreational activities at Erie 
Community College City Campus.

In 2009, Planned Parenthood of Western New York was on the offense, working 
to pass progressive legislation to protect the health and rights of women in the 
New York State Assembly and Senate, as well as on the federal level. 

Reproductive health care workers from across the state are safer today because 
of the work of local New York State Assemblymember Sam Hoyt (D-144). 
In 2009, he introduced Protections for Reproductive Health (A.8924), a bill 
designed to enhance penalties for crimes against reproductive health work-
ers, including volunteers. Planned Parenthood of Western New York is proud to 
announce “Protections” was signed into law by Governor Patterson on October 
29, 2009.

Planned Parenthood of Western New York, along with sister affiliates from 
across the state, organized house parties and phone banked to promote the 
introduction and passage of the Reproductive Health Act (RHA). RHA would 
protect the right of women in New York State to obtain a safe and legal abortion 
should Roe vs. Wade ever be overturned. Though RHA was not passed by the 
New York Assembly or Senate in 2009, the dedication of our advocates laid 
important groundwork for future passage. 

The health care reform movement gained momentum in 2009 with support 
of the Obama Administration. Planned Parenthood volunteers worked locally 
and in Washington, DC to protect reproductive health care during the conten-
tious process. On all levels from - volunteers to the CEO - Planned Parenthood 
worked to try to stop restrictions on abortion and reproductive health services 
and make sure that family planning was counted as the preventative health 
service we know it to be.
