Approved by the Food and Drug Administration in July 2006, IMPLANON™ is a type

of hormonal birth control for women. It is a flexible plastic rod the size of a match-

stick that is put under the skin of the arm. A single rod can be used for up to three

years.

IMPLANON™ is offered to women who want a method of birth control that is highly

reliable, and does not require compliance to a daily regimen. It is part of Planned 

Parenthood's mission to offer state of the art methods of birth control to all clients,

regardless of their ability to pay. “We are excited to offer our clients another way to

prevent pregnancy,” states Colleen Schiffhauer, WHNP, Director of Patient Services.

“The people we serve come to us because they

know we can be trusted to provide them with comprehensive 

care and treat them with the respect and dignity they deserve,”

said Meyers. “While we continue to offer women the tools they 

need to prevent unintended pregnancies, it is equally, if not 

more, important to work to protect unrestricted access 

to reproductive health care, abortion care and accurate 

information.”
