PPRM’s leadership role in advanced reproductive health care and clinical research 
has significantly grown with the appointment of Dr. Savita Ginde as medical director 
in 2004. Prior to PPRM, she conducted numerous clinical research trials within the 
reproductive health care specialty and, fortunately for us, continued this practice 
upon joining our team.

With the recent addition of a clinical research coordinator, this small but skilled 
research team is now even more assertive in positioning PPRM as a leader in 
reproductive health innovations and cutting edge research. 

PPRM has already completed successful trials involving new emergency 
contraceptive methods as well as device validation testing for sexually transmitted 
diseases. These trials and others have included behavioral studies as well, 
rendering valuable results for us and our clients. Past studies have lowered 
medication prices (through market competition), improved STD testing accuracy 
and provided insight that allows us to better understand patient behavior patterns.

The Clinical Research division is currently working to increase PPRM’s participation 
in clinical trials and behavioral and environmental studies. Our goal is to become a 
research leader within Planned Parenthood Federation of America and to continue 
providing high quality care to our clients. 

PPRM Participates in Clinical Research Studies
and is at the forefront of reproductive health innovations 
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from the negative health outcomes 
described above, Latinos also are the 
least likely to have health insurance. 
In fact, 15 million Latinos lack health 
insurance, making it difficult to seek 
the care they so desperately need. 

In response to this dire public health 
need, Planned Parenthood Federation 
of America (PPFA) launched the Latino 
Outreach Initiative in December 2008 
in Las Vegas, Nevada – where PPRM 
operates three health centers. The 
initiative aims to increase awareness 
among Latinos of their sexual and 
reproductive health risks and increase 
awareness of Planned Parenthood 
as a source for affordable, high-
quality reproductive health care 
services. Another goal is to organize 
and mobilize Latinos to advocate for 
progressive sexual and reproductive 
health policies.

Nevada ranks number one for the 
highest teen pregnancy rate and the 
fourth highest teen abortion rate 
nationwide. Planned Parenthood 
outreach workers in Las Vegas are 
forming partnerships with local 
businesses, elected officials, schools, 
parents, and clergy.

The program now has 25 Latino 
ambassadors, an increase from the 
13 advocates the program began with 
six months ago. Our ambassadors are 
passionate, enthusiastic and committed 
to Planned Parenthood’s mission. 
They help reach the Latino community 
through community events, health fairs, 
monthly meetings and local publicity. 
To them, we are thankful.
