Planned Parenthood offers urine and blood tests rather than the traditional swab test.   
 
In light of recent statistics from the U.S. Centers for Disease Control that put St. Louis as #1 in 
Chlamydia and gonorrhea, and #5 for syphilis and HIV, these are vital tests for all sexually 
active people.  The old remedy of “walking it off” won’t work.   
 
Gentlemen, the doctor is in.  It’s as easy as one, two, pee.
